Rules and Conditions of Membership and/or Guests of Spearfish Creek Group:-

1) You do not object to your name, address, membership and other details being held on computer for the purpose of distributing information and other administration purposes relating to the Group and other organisations lawfully entitled to the same. Simon Elliott and Kim Taylor are both licensed under the Data Protection Act 1998.

2) You acknowledge that the pyrotechnic effects and weaponry/guns used in the course of the Group’s re-enactments are noisy and capable of inflicting serious injury. 

3) As a condition of joining the Spearfish Creek Re-enactment Group, you agree to be bound by its rules, and the bye-laws and codes of conduct and policies of the Group. 

4) You understand and accept that neither the organisers/founders, nor anyone whose name appears in connection with any event organised by or attended by members/guests of the Group nor the Group or its founders shall be liable for any injury, loss or damage which you may suffer to your person and/or your possessions, however they  may be caused, and whether the same may occur before, during or after an event or re-enactment.

5) Membership is annual, and renewal reminders will be sent by email/post 30 days before due date. Failure to renew will mean you would have to visit as a guest.

6) You understand that you are applying to join a Group who portray the 18th/19th Century and as such will abide by the rules of period correct relating to dress, behaviour, weapons, equipment and tents on all authentic camps and living history displays. (Please advise if you require space for modern tent or camper/caravan). Period correct dress at all times, no exceptions to this rule.

7) As above, we are very strict on period correctness, dress, (this also means ALL children/teenagers as well as adults), and camps, ALL members and/or guests must be in period correct dress from 9am in morning and ALL camps tidy and ready for display by 9am.

(If you are unsure of dress code and need help or advice then please ask).

8) DOGS- are allowed but must be kept on leads/chains at all times, no plastic/modern leads/coloured rope when the dog is in camp, we use a chain for our dog in camp. There is a large area at back of shop for dog walking, dog poo must be picked up, this is a working crop farm and the owner of the land does not want dog poo everywhere, failure to comply with this simple request will mean your dog will be banned from camp.

9) You declare that you are a fit and proper person (in terms of criminal legislation) and you know of no reason why you should not become a member of Spearfish Creek Re-enactment Group. 

10) You must advise of any medical conditions/problems that could affect the group and it’s members or guests in anyway. We will accept no responsibilty/liabilty for anything that may happen to you or your family/guests/members please see rule no 4 above. 

11) PLEASE UNDERSTAND THAT IF WE FIND YOU HAVE FALSIFIED INFORMATION TO JOIN THE GROUP, IT WILL MEAN REVOCATION OF YOUR MEMBERSHIP.

12) No backbiting/nastiness’ or bullying allowed, trouble makers, members or guests, will be asked to leave and barred from ever returning, we will not allow this type of behaviour!!!

13) We do not have a committee - Trixie, Clell and Monte are the founders of The Spearfish Group, any decisions or problems will be discussed or voted on by all members. If any member and/or guest has any issues or questions then please approach one of the founders, do not go around camp/event discussing with others whom it does not concern. We will not tolerate gossips !

15) Guns/Firearms –

The guns/firearms used at the groups events will be blank firing weapons covered under the current VCR Act, please see the groups own rules and conditions regarding weapons and the VCR Act, which was enclosed with your membership and is available from any of the founders.

16) Fees –

Membership £5 per year, children under 18 free. Contact Trixie for membership forms.

Camp Fees £10 per TENT, Thursday til Monday, although if someone only stays one night then reduction in camp fees will apply.

Guests are invite only or email us for an invite, do not invite people along unless you have checked with the groups founders first.

17) Public Liability Insurance –

Our public liability insurance covers members/guests of Spearfish Creek whilst attending any event run or organised by the founders of the group, it does not cover member or guests at any other non Spearfish Creek event/round up.

For non Spearfish Creek events you will have to provide your own personal PLI cover.

Children 
All children are to be fully supervised by their parents or relatives at all times, Spearfish Creek have a Code of Conduct Around Minors Under 16, a copy of which is available.

AS FROM 2012 AND GOING FORWARDS THE FOLLOWING RULES WILL APPLY TO US ALL:

1) ALL DOGS ON LEADS AT ALL TIMES, IF THEY NEED A WALK THEN KEEP THEM ON LEAD AND PICK UP AFTER THEM. (PLEASE USE CHAINS OR PERIOD CORRECT LOOKING HEMP ROPE TO TIE UP YOUR DOGS, NO COLOURED NYLON ROPES PLEASE) AND KEEP DOG TOYS OUT OF SIGHT.

2) CAMPS ARE TO BE KEPT TIDY AT ALL TIMES, NOTHING MODERN TO BE DISPLAYED AT ALL, IF YOU HAVE ANYTHING MODERN HID IT, IF WE SEE IT YOU WILL BE TOLD !

3) NO MODERN SUN GLASSES PLEASE !!

4) IF COOKING LUNCH/DINNER THEN PLEASE HIDE PLASTIC IN YOUR TENTS AND KEEP TENTS CLOSED, THIS RULES APPLIES 24 HRS A DAY NOT JUST WHEN PUBLIC ARE AROUND, MODERN PLASTIC COOKING STUFF TO BE HIDDEN AT ALL TIMES PLEASE.

5) WHEN DRINKING AROUND YOURS AND OTHERS TENTS IN THE EVENINGS, USE PERIOD CORRECT DRINKING VESSELS PLEASE, WE DO NOT WANT TO SEE LAGER CANS OR MODERN BOTTLES AT ANYTIME, NOT EVEN IF IT IS LATE AT NIGHT, AND DO NOT LEAVE A MESS IN OTHER PEOPLES TENTS PLEASE.

6) NO DRINKING ALCHOL DURING THE DAY. IF YOU WISH TO TAKE PART IN SHOWS, AND DO YOU WANT TO STINK OF DRINK WHEN TALKING TO THE PUBLIC !!!

WE WILL BE ADDING TO THE ABOVE AS AND WHEN, WE DO EXPECT ALL MEMBERS AND OR GUESTS TO COMPLY WITH OUR RULES, LETS START AS WE MEAN TO GO ON, IF AS A GROUP WE ARE TO BE TAKEN SERIOSULY BY OTHER GROUPS, THEN WE NEED TO PROVE WE CAN BE ONE OF THE BEST, ANY QUESTIONS PM ME, IF YOU DONT LIKE THE RULES THEN TOUGH LOL.

At Spearfish Creek we have a very strict dress code, period correct at all times no exceptions !!

 

1) NO modern round top, pointy toe, cowboys boots, these did not exist so please do not wear them.

2) NO mixed fibre materials, no poly cotton/lycra mix material.

3) NO modern style leather/suede waistcoats.

4) NO poppers, zips on anything.

5) NO jeans or denim or line dancing, clothes or modern checked shirts.(we are not counrty westerners or line dancers, we are historical re-enactors )

6) Buscadero gun rigs or quick draw gun rigs are barred and will be removed and fed to the pigs !! (we will not be doing quick draw at any events organised by Spearfish)

7) Although we understand how hard it is for parents to dress children period correct we do expect an effort to be made, the same rules for dress apply to all ages.

8) Hats must be correct style for period.

9) Authentic camps must be period correct, no plastic, nothing modern on show, no modern bbq tools or modern bbq's or fires. You are living in the 1800's so remember that !!

 

Be prepared to be given a ticking off by Monte if your camp or clothes are not correct, we have put Monte in charge of telling people off so you have been warned !!!

 

We do understand that everyone has to start somewhere, we have spare clothing for male and female and can help, Calico Jack (Kevin Hill) is a new member to Spearfish and is brand new to the scene, but he has listened to us and borrowed kit from us and because he has the correct attitude he has fitted in and is very welcome to our family.

We will be attending events with major groups for example Soskan, WWB and Laredo, so everyones kit has to period correct !! if we feel someones clothes or authentic camp is not correct then we will discuss this with the person or persons and give them a chance to sort, but repeat offenders will be be advised that their membership could be revoked.

This is all we ask, if you are unsure, need help or aware that you kit/clothes are not up to scratch then ask and we will help all we can, we are a big family and we all help each other so just ask !!

Must of us use Nifty (Dawn) for clothing, she is brill !!

 

For mens/ladies boots and civil war dress contact Lisa Lambeth also on FB, Lisa is a member of Soskan and Spearfish and again is helpful, and her boots and clothes for civil war are brill and not expensive.
