HEALTH AND SAFETY

All Spearfish Creek members and/or guests from other groups will be responsible for their own and other member’s health and safety at all times whilst attending events.

CAMPS

All tents must be positioned with a 12ft space between them, due to fire risk.

We expect all camps to have Fire Extinguishers and/or a Bucket of Water within their camps.

Camp fires must be attended at all times whilst alight.

Filling of oil lamps etc, must be done at a reasonable distance away from the camps.

Hazardous substances, tools etc must be stored in an appropriate manner.

Reasonable precautions must be taken to prevent any hazard or injury to other persons within the camp area, including members of the public and guests.

WEAPONS

All weapons used by Spearfish Creek and guests from other groups must comply with the current UK legislation, whether blank firing or firearm/shotgun, and must be used in a responsible manner, training can be given if required, in the use of the above weapons.

ARENA EVENTS

All members and/or guests from other groups taking part within an arena event must take reasonable precaution to prevent injury or creating a hazard to themselves or members/guests and members of the public.

VISITORS/PUBLIC

All Spearfish Creek members/guests from other groups must ensure reasonable precautions are taken to prevent injury or hazards to visitors/public whilst in the confines of the event area.
